The apartments will feature designer kitchens with Smeg appliances and stone benchtops, split air-
conditioning, expansive balconies and secure parking.

Reed managing director Ken Reed said the development’s prime location in the heart of the CBD, in
the $1 billion Sunshine Cove development, was one of the main reasons Emporio had become one
of the fastest selling developments on the Coast.

“There are a lot of switched-on buyers out there who have recognised the potential to secure huge
capital gains from this development.

“Average unit prices in Maroochydore have increased by 10.4% annually over the past 10 years and
with a huge growth forecast... demand for property is bound to increase.”

A fresh food, boutique-style marketplace will feature at the heart of Emporio including a butcher,
fish and poultry, deli, patisserie, and fresh fruit and vegetables as well as a fine selection of cafes,
restaurants, bars and bistros.
